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GOLF NEUROSES AS SEEN AT DEERFIELD

During my years at Deerfield, | have seen a wide variety of swings, moods and temperaments. It
was only after reading the research compiled by Dr. Chauncey Schauffelov of Buffalo University did |
realize that several golfers among us suffer from various forms of neuroses. Schauffelov lists them
from mildest to most severe, starting with WAGS.

WAGS ( Well-Adjusted Golfers ) are usually people who appear to be happy as clams, laugh off
triple bogies and seem to golf just for fun. Schauffelov warns us not to be taken in by WAGS,
because deep down they’re really shallow and further states that no sane person plays golf for fun.

ESPN’s ( Excessive Scorecard Piffling Notation ) suffer from a mild psychosis which is quite
treatable. You can spot them on greens and tees since they are always scribbling meaningless
notes on their scorecards, later to be transferred to their voluminous record books.
